
Karolina Hartman biography
Swedish-born mezzo-soprano Karolina Hartman initially studied piano with David Kuyken at the Amsterdam and Utrecht conservatories. She successfully completed her piano studies in 2003. Since an injury forced her to give up her career as a pianist, she has been fully focussed on singing. 
She trained as a singer at the Utrecht Conservatory with Pierre Mak, Margriet van Reisen and Henny Y. Diemer. In 2007, she highly successfully completed her Master's studies in singing. She took master classes with Udo Reinemann, Rudolf Jansen, Kurt Equiluz, Peter Kooy, Olaf Bär, Marcel Beekman, Jill Feldman, and others. 

The Lied repertoire is particularly close to Karolina's heart. With pianist Jan-Paul Grijpink she sings exceptional programs, in which songs from her native country take a prominent place. She also wrote articles and programme notes on this largely unknown repertoire, which reflect her feeling for the written word and poetry. Since 2007, she has been a soloist for the Vereniging Vrienden van het Lied (Friends of Song Society).

Karolina is a much sought-after soloist for concert and oratorio repertoire and is very active in early music. She has performed at home and abroad in the St. John and St. Matthew Passions, the Christmas Oratorio, masses and many cantatas by J.S. Bach, The Seven Last Words by Schütz, in the Stabat Mater and Missa Dolorosa by Caldara, the Nisi Dominus by Vivaldi, Come Ye Sons of Art by Purcell, the Magnificat by C.P.E. Bach, Paulus and Die erste Walpurgisnacht by Mendelssohn, Duruflé's Requiem, Mahler's Song of the Earth, and Britten's Rejoice in the Lamb.
In the autumn of 2010, Karolina was one of the soloists in a project of the Netherlands Bach Society conducted by Jos van Veldhoven performing music by Johann Rosenmüller.
With Collegium Ad Mosam led by Huub Ehlen, she sang solo cantatas by Alessandro Scarlatti at the Wittem Art Days and in the Noorderkerk concert series in Amsterdam, among others. One of these concerts was broadcast on the Concertzender radio station. For the Utrecht Early Music Festival, Karolina gave a fringe concert of Italian and Swedish baroque music.

As an ensemble singer, Karolina has worked with Collegium Vocale Gent conducted by Philippe Herreweghe, the Choeur de Chambre de Namur, and the Netherlands Bach Society. 

Karolina has performed in several opera productions, such as Orfeo Intermezzi by the Rotterdam-based Onafhankelijk Toneel, Monteverdi's L'Orfeo (Ninfa) by Studio 32, Mozart's Magic Flute (Zweite Dame) with Swedish Kapellsbergs Musiksällskap, and Caroline Ansink's De Onwankelbare (The Unshakeable One, as Ada van Gilse), directed by Marcel Sijm.
